What is The Racial Wealth Gap?
Since the late 1970s and early 1980s, the earnings of Black workers
have fallen relative to the earnings of white workers in much of the
United States, according to a new study from Michigan State University.
There significant disparities between the top and bottom quintiles of
incomes. Median income for black households is $28K compared to
$49K for Hispanic and $63K for White households. As the income gap
continues to grow in America, working households are struggling to meet
their daily needs and find it difficult to build wealth through savings,
investments, or home ownership.
