
Equity Challenge Day 14:
Inequitable Education

Something to Consider:

That only 47% of 3rd graders, who are economically
disadvantaged are reading at or above proficiency and by
8th grade that percentage decreases. Meanwhile their
counterparts are at 75% & 60% respectively. Math is 48.6%
at 3rd grade and 42% at 8th grade, compared to 73% and
68% for those who are non-economically disadvantaged.

Education & School-Aged Children
Our economically and racially divided neighborhoods are leading to
inequitable educational environments and adverse academic outcomes
for our youth. Studies show that children from families with low incomes
enter high school with literacy skills 5 years behind and are over 4 times
more likely to drop out than those from high-income families. Students of
color, who are more likely to attend under-resourced schools than their
white counterparts, suffer because of teachers working in under-
resourced school environments and large classes sizes, which when
controlling for socioeconomic status, almost entirely explain disparities in
academic achievement according to Brookings.
